Women groups in Kalangala, Rakai, Soroti, Mukono, Lira, Kabale and 
Namutumba Districts have been trained in the processing of meat, dairy, fruits and 
vegetables, wines, baking, laundry and cosmetic production, weaving and embroidery, 
and briquette production. 

UIRI’s Business Incubation programme has produced a number of women-founded 
enterprises some of whose founders have won both national and international 
recognition for their efforts in promoting industrialization through innovation and 
entrepreneurship. Notable among these are Oribags (producers of handmade paper 
products), K-Roma Ltd (producers of Bella Wine), Ugastove (manufacturers of energy-
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Pelere Uganda Limited (manufacturers of detergents) and Josmak International 
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UIRI will continue to create opportunities to harness the hitherto under-tapped 
reservoir of women talent at all levels in a bid to realize greater levels of industrialization 
and ultimately contribute to the attainment of middle-income status of the Ugandan 
economy by 2020.
